July 20 – International Chess Day 

The International Chess Day is celebrated annually on July 20, the day the International Chess 

Federation (FIDE) was founded, in 1924. The idea to celebrate this day as the international chess 

day was proposed by UNESCO, and it has been celebrated as such since 1966, after it was 

established by FIDE. 

Chandrayaan-2 launch on July 22 

The Indian Space Research Organisation (ISRO) said that Chandrayaan-2 will be launched on 

July 22 at 2.43 p.m. The launch was earlier scheduled for July 15 but was called off just an hour 

before take-off. The mission includes India’s first lander and rover, which are slated to land on 

the Moon on September 6.
